MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING, 13th March 2019.
1)  Chairman's welcome

The Chairman welcomed approx. 25 residents to the meeting, including District Cllr Margaret Hofman and Parish Cllr David Montague and 8 Committee Members Barry Grant (BG Chair); Tony Munroe (TM Vice Chair); Joan Zanelli (JZ Secretary); Mary Mitchell (MM Treasurer) and members  Alex Charlton (AC), Rose Hanscomb (RH), David Neighbour (DN), and Margaret Pomfret.(MP).
2)  Apologies for Absence

Were received from Cllr Chris Lloyd, Cllr Alison Wall, Hannah Corbishley, Peter Rennoldson and Committee Member Mandy Grant.
3)  Minutes of AGM of 12th March 2018
Were proposed by MM, seconded by DN, approved and signed.

4)  Matters Arising – none

5)  Chairman's Report (provided by BG)
2018 – Another action packed year. I must start with the WWI centenary armistice celebrations that the Association and its committee were in the thick of. The extended parade, Poppy Posters in house windows, knitted poppies, The WW1 event at the Community Centre (so good we did it twice), the commemorative bench. 
Then there were the consultations  - New Local Plan sites and the decimation of the Green Belt and the leafleting we arranged to each household; proposed parking restrictions which led to one of the liveliest meetings I’ve had the pleasure of attending and … refereeing. Then there was the fiasco of the GAP draft Woodland Management Plan and the steps. Steps, no Steps, Fix steps, new steps?  These issues continue to roll on - more on them later this evening.

The Parish Council finally got its Neighbourhood Plan over the line in what was perhaps the most civilised, clear, fact filled referendum on a topic that, of course, had an overwhelming decisive result. Of course the CGRA got that particular ball rolling with the Parish Plan questionnaire and analysis. With the potential for a significant number of new homes to be built in Croxley the Community Infrastructure Levy money pot (for stuff we can get for Croxley) could build up quite nicely and I’m sure we’ll come up with some good spending ideas.

We were persuasive in getting Parish Matters – 10 minute slot (on a non-agenda item) at monthly full PC meetings for local residents to raise issues of interest.

We provided input to the Parish Council Business in producing its first Strategy Plan which it published at its Annual Parish Meeting last April. We led the way for the PC to purchase Weston Wood (we prefer Wynne Wood). 

What with all this going on we (Secretary) embraced digital communications Facebook and we’ve can get up to 10,000 views for some posts. 

We’re looking to appoint some new committee members and I hope potential new members will see what we’ve achieved in the past year and what we can achieve going forward. 

6)  Ratify General Data Protection Regulation Privacy Policy document 2018 on CGRA website (to comply with Data Protection Act 2018) 
It was agreed that the CGRA has complied with the Data Protection Act with its Privacy Policy displayed on the CGRA website and linked to cover the CGHP website.

7)  Treasurer's Report and Accounts
Mary Mitchell tabled and circulated the Treasurer’s Report and Independently Examined Accounts to December 31st 2018. She expressed the thanks of the Committee to Keith Wall for acting as Independent Examiner. The balance carried forward was £2997 which includes £619 for CGHP. 
Treasurer MM proposed that the accounts be approved and accepted, seconded by RH. The Report and Accounts are attached to these Minutes and will be included with them on the CGRA Website Page.
8)  Election of Committee Officers and Members
As all committee Officers and members resign at the AGM, BG handed the Chair to TM as an appropriate resident for election of the 2019 committee. 
TM called for nominations for Officers (Chair, Vice-Chair, Secretary and Treasurer) from those residents present. There were no nominations. TM then called for nominations of members for the 2019 committee. There were no nominations. 
TM reported that Officers and members of the 2018 committee had all expressed their willingness to stand for re-election for another year. All were re-elected unanimously by show of hands. There are still 6 vacancies on the committee. 
TM then handed the Chair back to the re-elected Chair, BG.
