Notes of CGRA Meeting held 2nd July 2018 in the Library, Barton Way

Attendees: Approx. 12 residents including Parish Cllrs D Montague, A Gallagher and Emily Benner; District Cllr R. Barnes. Chair CGPC Cllr M. Saxon attended for Item 4, first point.
1) Apologies: David Neighbour. Alex Charlton was absent.
2) Notes of previous meeting:  June 11th 2018 pre-circulated. Approved and signed.
3) Planning and Environment Matters:
· Neighbourhood Plan - revised by inspector while with TRDC. Current consultation period until July 20th. Referendum on acceptance expected before Christmas.
· TRDC document on “Site-allocation for Housing Development”  deferred until  New Year.
· Croxley Danes: drainage issues resolved. Not clear if archeological investigation finished. Ground flattened.      
4) Parish Council:  update on Annual Parish Meeting
· PC Chairman MS made an urgent plea for more residents to stand as Parish Cllrs in the 2019 election; election is part of the democratic process. Two Cllrs not standing again. Discuss over dinner with friends etc.  Cllr Saxon pointed out new Cllr Emily Benner (in attendance) who is young and female and leading a working party to publicise the 2019 election. Further information  see Parish Council Annual Report 2017-2018. See also The Parish Councils (General Power of Competence). This Order  ... prescribes the conditions to be met by a parish council in order for it to be an eligible parish council etc.
· CIL money - PC working party has been set up to consider spending for community benefit;  ideas include drinking fountains, road crossing, memorial bench (consider styles available for conservation area, eg oak not metal).
5) History Project:

· Application to History Lottery Fund - originally a CGRA (for CGHP) and All Saints Church joint application. Deferred back to CGHP for detailed attention.
· Plans are underway for Armistice Day parade (starting from Barton Way)  Parish Clerk will lead.
· MP pointed out that from that at least 217 houses could display a large red poppy for the parade.
· All Saints Church doors - CGRA had pledged £250 donation, to be implemented. 
· Community Centre and WW1 film (battle of Beaumont-Hamel). The Community Centre (CC) contacted CGRA re showing the film. The CC will pay for the film’s £50 license fee and offer free use of the hall for screening. Any money raised at screening to be shared 3 ways between CGHP, British Legion and CC. All present were unanimous in supporting this collaborative enterprise.                       Action BG to write to CC to confirm. 
6) General Data Protection Regulation (May 25 2018) Draft Policy Document prepared and regulations implemented for CGRA (small voluntary organization).                 .      Action BG to finalise version for website

7) Revels on the Green:  BG, Chair, Croxley Green Society, reported that the Revels were successful with plenty of volunteers coming forward. Any profit to Croxfest. Discussion included costs of Public Insurance, logistics and expenses of organising a longer more inclusive route for procession. There is a desperate need for volunteers to join the committee with responsibility for corporate sponsorship and contact with local schools.
· History Project at the Revels. MP thanked CGPC for providing help and for sharing their stall. Residents were particularly interested in the lists of addresses where family had had relatives involved in WW1. She thanked David Montague (Rickmansworth Waterways Trust) for donating a canal boat trip as a quiz prize. 

8) Finance: MM (Treasurer) reported a balance of £3057 which included CGHP fund of £180. Waitrose had started a July green token collection for the HP. The WW1 film would also raise money for the HP.

· Parish Matters now a permanent Full Parish Council Meeting Agenda item 

· All Saints Doors - dedication in October. 

· Car parking taken over by Hertsmere Council. Delays likely due to lack of administrative resources.
